A cold winter, early flowering and a very sunny summer, 
with high temperatures, but not too high, good wind and 
very little rain. Once again at the end of August the 
harvest appeared to be uncertain. In early September 
abundant rain followed by a dry, windy period helped the 
various rape varieties to maturity. The harvest began on 
15th September and finished on 8th October. 
The earliest varieties were perfectly mature; the later 
ripening varieties absorbed the rain while remaining in 
perfect sanitary condition, notably the Carignan which 
were rich in colour and flavour when harvested. The 
weather conditions were excellent throughout the harvest. 
The wines currently being matured show great colour and 
concentration enabling shorter vatting periods. 

The 2005 vintage 
is very promising.
